Wagon Wheel Productions invites you to apply to the annual Johnny Appleseed Festival in the Hollow to be held at the Wagon Wheel Music Park grounds on Sleepy Hollow Road in Philipsburg, PA.  

DATES/HOURS:  Saturday, September 3, 2011 from 12:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M.  Please check our web site at www.wagonwheelevents.com for cancellation information.

REGISTRATION and SET-UP:  Gates will open at 8:00 A.M. on Saturday, September 3 for registration and set-up.  You must register before setting up.  Booth assignments are on a first-come, first-serve basis.

RULES:  A list of rules is enclosed with your application.  The rules will be enforced.  You must sign a contract agreeing to abide by the rules.  The facility has a right to exclude any exhibitor not abiding by the rules, to limit the entries in any category, to remove any work considered inappropriate or not consistent with the rules.  

BOOTH FEE:  Each booth space is approximately 10’ X 12’ and the cost is $20.00 per space.  Make check payable to Wagon Wheel Productions, Inc.  An accepted application is a commitment to the show.  No refunds will be made.  Payment must accompany application.

BOOTH DESIGN:  Exhibitors must provide their own displays; these displays must be sturdy enough to withstand weather and crowds, minimizing any potential for injury.  Each exhibitor is responsible for his/her own display in case of loss or damage.  Tables, chairs, and protection from the elements (rain and sun) are the responsibility of the exhibitor.

DEADLINE:  Applications must be received no later than August 1, 2011.  The booth fee must accompany the application.

RULES FOR APPLE FESTIVAL IN THE HOLLOW

1. The exhibitor’s booth must be open and staffed during all show hours.

2. Each exhibitor is responsible for collecting and recording the state Sales Tax.  All food vendors must send a copy of insurance form and a valid PA or US ServSafe certification with the application. 

3. An accepted application is a commitment by the exhibitor to display his/her work during ALL scheduled hours of the fair.  DO NOT BREAK DOWN EARLY!

4. A $20.00 non-refundable and non-transferable entry fee will register each exhibitor.  A $30.00 service fee will be attached to any checks returned from the bank as NSF.

5. Payment in full is due with the application. 

6. Artists must provide their own displays; these displays must be sturdy enough to withstand weather and crowds, minimizing any potential for injury.  Each artist is responsible for his/her own display in case of loss or damage.

7. After the festival, exhibitors will leave their exhibit space clean and trash disposed of in the dumpster.

8. Exhibitors will confine their display to their assigned booth space (each space being 10’ X 12”).  We are trying to allow for proper and safe aisle space.  Expect to be asked to move if you are in anyway outside your marked space.

9. The exhibitor’s space must be occupied by 11:30 a.m. the morning of the show, or the exhibitor will be considered a “no show” and his/her space may be reassigned, and no refund will be given in this circumstance.  

10.  As only a select number of spots have space for the exhibitor to park their vehicle behind their booth, please arrive early to select the best spot (First come, first serve after any requests for handicap parking).  Any vendors with spots without parking must remove vehicles from the main grounds by 11:00 a.m.  Parking will be provided in the parking area.

11. Vendors with parking space behind their booth may only park 1 vehicle at this location.  All other vehicles must be placed in the main parking area.

12. Set-up and breakdown times will be strictly enforced.  Gates will open at 8:00 a.m. for setup on September 3, 2011.  Breakdown will not begin until the end of the show (6:00 p.m.)  Vehicles will not be permitted into the facility until after all customers have vacated the facility.  The show director has the final decision on when vehicles are allowed into the park after the fair.

13. If you have a problem at the festival, please contact the fair staff immediately.  We are here to ensure a safe and profitable event for all concerned.

14. All rules will be strictly enforced.  Failure to comply with the rules or unruly behavior (including intoxication or verbal abuse) by the exhibitor or any assistants will cause immediate expulsion from the festival and eliminate the exhibitor from future shows.  Management reserves the right to make the final interpretation of all rules. 

15. No overnight storage is available.  Exhibitors must provide their own display racks, tables, chairs, etc.  Each exhibitor assumes responsibility for his/her own exhibit.

16. There will be food vendors on the premises.  

17. Please take pride in the appearance of your booth.  All packing materials, boxes, etc. should be out of sight.  Tables should be covered.

18. Exhibitors must not interfere with adjacent booths in any way.
